Is it really possible for the
human body to produce
electricity. I think most
people who have seen
The Matrix films would
say yes because the mov-
ie revolves around ma-
chines harvesting humans
in farms in order to get
electricity. But is that an
actual possbility? Well in
the real world we know
that we feel an electric
shock after walking on a
carpet and then touching
another person or a met-
al. We even hear a small
crack of the sound that
electricity produces. The
scientific explanation for
this is when you rub
against a rough surface
electrons move from the
surface to you and you
now have extra electrons
and a negative static
charge. When you touch a
metal object which is a
conductor, the electrons
jump from you to the ob-
ject and you feel the stat-
ic shock. The bodies static

electricity can be in ex-
cess of 10000 volts, but
the amperage is so low
that it is harmless. Won-
dering what amperage is -
well it is the amount of
electrical energy flowing
through an appliance at
any given time.

But could you put all of
that body electricity to
good use and try lighting
a small flourescent light
bulb?

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Multitasking

Multitasking is a computer
jargon which is linked with
the central processing unit
of the computer. The CPU of
the computer has the ability
to switch over different pro-
grammes at the same time.
How come this word is now
synonymous with modern
working man’s skill sets? An
interviewer will seek a can-
didate who not only has a
good intellectual capacity
but also has a multitasking
ability which adds an extra
edge to his resume. In this
age of information explo-
sion, everyone is knowingly
or unknowingly performing
multiple tasks - be it
switching multiple channels
on the TV or sending an
SMS while watching a mov-
ie. It is said that every sin-
gle second you are online,
you are multitasking! Meas-
ure of man’s multitasking
abilities probably was put to
test because of time-
management. This could
have probably started when
working women had to fin-
ish the household works,
make the kids ready for

school and go for work.
Simple it might seem, it
actually involves quite an

intricate brain process.

Modern humans are mas-
ters of multitasking. We eat
while driving, watch TV
while studying, and of
course talk on our cell
phones while doing, well,
everything. A study in the
July 16th issue of Neuron
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suggests that though we
can train our brains to
work faster as we juggle,
we never actually manage
to do more than one thing
at a time. Just take an
example of how you type
an email while you are on
phone. You can actually
listen to your friend or
type the mail, but not
both. If both are done
either you have to slow
down on your keyboard or
else you get a reply from
the other side of the
phone “Are you still lis-
tening?” So our brains
aren’t really built to han-
dle the sort of parallel
processing we think we're
capable of.

The good news is: studies
have shown that exten-
sive training can make us
better at doing two things
at once. But how? One
theory is that with lots of
practice some routines
become “automatic.”
Functional magnetic reso-
nance imaging scans have
showed that when people
engage in “task-
switching”—the flow of
blood increases to a re-
gion of the frontal cortex
called Brodmann area 10.
The flow of blood to par-
ticular regions of the
brain is indicative of activ-
ity in those regions. This
is presumably the last
part of the brain to
evolve, the most mysteri-
ous and exciting part. Re-

search has also found that
multitasking  contributes
to the release of stress
hormones and adrenaline,
which can cause long-
term health problems if
not controlled, and con-
tributes to the loss of
short-term memory. It is
easy to pour a cup of tea
and talk over phone than
cook the food and talk on
phone. It is evident that
while the brain is made to
switch from one task to
other an amount of time
is lost in the process. So
in fact we are training our
brain to switch tasking
between two things but
not in an effective or pro-
ductive way. The great
irony of multitasking is
that its overall goal, get-
ting more done in less
time, turns out to be a
wild imagination. In reali-
ty, multitasking slows our
thinking. A brain attempt-
ing to perform two tasks
simultaneously will, be-
cause of all the back-and-
forth stress, exhibit a
substantial lag in infor-
mation processing. So
doing all gets nothing
done. Multitasking Kills
productivity.

Humans are still evolving.
The product of evolution
has always been the sur-
vival of the fittest. Time is
not far when humans per-
form flawless multitasking
activities. Kids that are
instant messaging while

doing homework, playing
games online and watching
TV might be equivalent to
guinea pigs. They might be
very quick to learn but
very shallow thinking. The
picture that emerges is of
a generation of great tech-
nical facility and intelli-
gence but of extreme im-
patience, unsatisfied with
slowness and uncomforta-
ble with silence.

Anyone who hears the word ZigBee might wonder what this actually means. Is it the name of place or an insect?
Well nothing to wonder about here, what it actually means is what I am going to explain here.

When I was asked to do my final year project in Biomedical Engg, I was pretty much excited as my batch mates, but
a bit nervous too. Me and my batch mates were entrusted to select a topic which was very much new and unique by
our guide. So we chalked down a few IEEE projects and did lots of referencing regarding them, but nothing
impressed our guide and all our efforts were in vain. We then decided to do a more common project with a unique
idea. Finally we came across a technology "ZigBee", which is more advanced than Bluetooth. We all got totally
enlightened and since many had not heard much about this we decided to grow on this and got it approved from the
HOD.

Zigbee is a module with lots of transmitters and receivers which actually transmits signals over a distance of 120-
150mts, which can be used for internal communication purposes such as in ICU's, hospitals and many more. Since
our project was related to the medical field we decided to make use of it in the hospital sector to transmit signals like
ECG, PPG, temperature, where it can be accessed by the doctor anywhere in the hospital. The doctor is not required
to be near the patient when the tests are being run.

Our project mainly dealt on monitoring blood pressure of a person using physiological parameters like ECG from the
heart using appropriate electrodes. Since there are a lot of invasive procedures to monitor the same we decided that
we would go for the non-invasive approach without using catheters.

ZigBee is a small compact device and costs around 5000INR and consists of a transmitter and receiver. It is easily
portable and consists of 20 pins and is similar to a diode in appearance. Our guide gave us a new concept of using
'pulse wave transit time' to monitor pressure, where the ECG, PPG signals were summed up in order to display the
final calculations on a computer. In order to display the calculated output we choose Visual Basic Software's to run
the programme and the output was captured in a cathode ray oscilloscope which captured the required information
through electrodes on the patients arm and legs.

As we planned our project was very much appreciated and hopefully we learnt that 'Hard work always pays'
